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Abstract

The phenomenon of forgotten conflicts forms a separate segment of the political conflict specific to study the possibility of overcoming the binary opposition "our" - "stranger". In forgotten conflicts blocked the main information channel linking society and political power. Meanwhile, there is, among many other things, collects historical and collective memory of generations, around which are formed and developed virtually all social processes. Another phenomenon is the phenomenon of communication, which becomes independent of semantic and political value, influencing perception the information transmitted by communication technologies. The most important feature of the modern network society is not the dominance of information, and changes the direction of its use, including the substitution of political reality by the virtual models.
Sharing information is even more important because today there are few countries where one political force could be "alone" to aggregate and articulate the interests of all key socio-political groups in their society. "Forgetfulness" means the loss of the conflict from the field of view of the modern mass media and as a result (or Vice versa) of mass consciousness.

The reasons for this "forgetfulness" may be different, but the majority is due to the fact that in the history of any nation or state there are events that break the logic of ethnocentrism as the logic of the nationalist conceptualization of historical identity. The ethnic group perceives it so humiliating (tragic) that they just prefer to forget and not to provoke conflicts of our day. But then violated the parameters of the pyramid of the establishment of the national identity - historical memory, collective memory, cultural identity, national identity and national narrative. We assume that in the phenomenon of forgotten conflicts we encounter with natural and partly positive process of reorganizing mental strategies of identity formation. There is a growing ambivalence within "us": instead of "they" we say "we". However, the tension between different ethnocentric conceptualized cultural identities is impossible to fully overcome. So trying this natural process to intensify and get away from the echo of forgotten conflicts and politics, Nations sometimes turn it into a process artificial, fall into the excessive, sometimes violent tolerance, the idealization of multiculturalism, despite the fact that in today's Europe it has no alternative. In the new, upcoming models of multi-culturalism must match the precision and scale of political calculation, not excluding the reality of the world and the likelihood of continuing conflict. Political correlate of such models will be the measure of forgetting the conflicts of the past.
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
